in a secure manner.  Information exchanges that are typically done via email, such as a request for additional 
information, will come now in the form of a password protected document (generally, Microsoft Word or Excel) 
attached to the email.   
 
When opening the attachment, the recipient will be asked for a password.  Standardized guidelines for pass-
words allowing ease of sending (and accessing) to multiple individuals are still under development.  In the in-
terim, a universal password is being utilized:  protectohio1.  Once the re-
cipient opens the document and adds a response to the message, the docu-
ment will remain password protected (with the original password) when 
the changes are saved.  The document can then be forwarded back to the 
sender and the information will remain protected. 
  
As an employer, if you are initiating an exchange of information via email 
and the request contains sensitive data, or may lead to the disclosure of 
sensitive data, the information must be sent in a password protected docu-
ment.  As an alternative, faxing (through a phone line) is considered secure 
and is an acceptable means of communication of sensitive data.

Drivers with severe OSA are 3 to 7 times more likely to have an accident as drivers without OSA 

Employers are potentially liable when a driver with unidentified OSA has an accident. 

People with sleep apnea are 3 to 5 times more likely to be in a severe car crash involving injury, according to 
researchers in the National Sleep Foundation (NSF). 

  
Having your employees seek treatment for sleep apnea can result in improvement in the above conditions. Stud-
ies have shown that health care costs can be reduced by 50% by treating sleep apnea, also resulting in a de-
crease in liability claims. When employees are successfully diagnosed and treated, production increases and 
medical claims go down. AdvoCare will be launching a program to help screen and treat employees with sleep 
apnea.

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Americans with Disabilities Act Update 

 September 29, 2008 marked the passage of the ADA Amendments Act (ADAA) which will be covered 
by law as of January 1, 2009. What does this mean? Although the ADAA did not change the definition of 
“reasonable accommodation”, the definition of disability will be greatly expanded. The ADAA defines 
“disability” as a physical or mental impairment that substantially limits one or more major life activi-
ties without consideration of mitigating measures (except eyeglasses or contact lenses); a record of 
such an impairment; or being regarded as having such an impairment without regard to whether there 
is a real or perceived limitation of a major life activity. 
 
Steps to take in preparation for the ADAA can include:           

Providing ADA training to supervisors and managers. Training should remind managers of their 
duty to accommodate not only employees with disabilities but also applicants with disabilities.  
Reviewing the interactive accommodation process. 
Reevaluating policies to make sure that they comply. 
Making sure that job descriptions accurately describe the essential functions of the position. 
Developing internal protocols on how to approach situations. 

 Developing tools, forms, letters and processes to handle accommodation requests.
